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The challenges are both global and local
1. Economic exclusion, or inclusion?
2. Ecosystem depletion, or resilience and restoration?
3. Managing economic decline, or focusing on the new opportunities which grow from regeneration? 
4. Resilience Deficiency: A failure to recover from economic, humanitarian, ecological disruptions, or designing resilience into a new order?

Even global challenges must be addressed locally.  
1. Sustainable systems involve Water, Food, Built Environment, Natural Systems, Energy, Transportation, and Governance. 
2. Sustainability requires Whole System Accounting: Integrating social, environmental, and economic gains and losses. 
3. This is accomplished through individual, collective, and government actions, small and large.
4. This happens locally; there is always a place to start and create hope and inspiration.
What is at stake:
1. An environment and resource systems which support and renew us indefinitely.
2. More inclusive society: An interconnected community with walkable and livable town centers, diverse housing types and opportunities for business and work, bringing new ideas and influences.
3. More Resilient Economy: A place where entrepreneurs can start anything, and move to larger facilities nearby if necessary.  A talented and robust workforce, thanks in part to better public and commercial transportation in town and between towns, and improved housing choices.  
4. More participatory democratic government: This will be a natural companion to working toward sustainability. It could also be promoted actively with “open source government” functions to receive, sort, and preserve ideas, opinions, and arguments. (See “Deliberatorium”, in SOURCES) People need to know they are listened to, and their ideas used constructively to increase understanding and reason in government. 
How do we go about this?  
Together we develop and pursue a grand strategy. A strong framework for sustainability can be used as an organizing concept, to help make public processes more coherent, participation in government more effective, and private enterprise more of a partner than an adversary to the clear objectives of government. 
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
