The Town of Washington is in regular (twice weekly) communication with the Gover-
nor’s office and will follow these protocols. While the numbers at the state and local level are
encouraging, it cannot be overstated that this will be a well thought out process that minimizes
risk and encourages a safe return to “normal”. While we always hope for the best, we continue
to plan and prepare for the possibility of a second outbreak later in the year.
